FLORIDA QUIZ – ELABORATION ON THE ANSWERS
1. The oldest film shot in Florida was done in 1898  (answer c).  In fact, the earliest Florida films are 1898 “newsreels” of U.S. troops in Tampa during the Spanish-American War.  Florida continued to be used for many of Hollywood’s best movies.  The state offered scenic jungles for Tarzan, beautiful beaches for Esther Williams, tropical islands for South Pacific themes, and deep, mysterious springs for the Creature from the Black Lagoon.
Major studios such as Universal, Disney and MGM moved to Florida, boosting production and, by 1995, Florida had become the third largest film-making state in the country.

2. Florida’s movie star governor?  Gov. Bob Martinez (b), the former mayor of Tampa.  He played a Key West customs officer in License to Kill, 1989.
Our Current Governor, handsome, silver-haired Charlie Christ, spent his first year in office hanging out with Hollywood stars like Arnold Schwarzenegger, Brad Pitt and Robert Redford.  But so far, only Gov. Bob Martinez has been cool enough to appear in this James Bond movie.
3.  The Florida bus boycott was in Tallahassee (d) in May 1956.  Two Florida A&M students, Wilhelmina Jakes and Carrie Patterson, got on a city bus, paid their 10-cent fare and sat in the white section in the front of the bus.  The driver ordered the women to move to the back of the bus.  They refused and were arrested, charged with inciting a riot, thus initiating a yearlong racial confrontation that ended with the city commission’s capitulation.
4.  Everglades National Park is NOT the largest national park (b) – it is dwarfed by the Wrangell-St. Elias National Park and Preserve in Alaska, and covers 13.2 million acres. Everglades National Park was established by President Harry Truman in 1947. It is the largest national park east of the Rocky Mountains.
5. It is a SEMINOLE woman who is depicted on the Florida State flag. (a)
6. Gatorade was invented in 1965 ( c).  In early summer of 1965,  a University of Florida assistant coach sat down with a team of university physicians and asked them to determine why so many of his players were being affected by heat and heat related illnesses.
Soon after the researchers introduced their Gatorade formula to the team, the Florida Gators began winning…outlasting a number of heavily favored opponents in the withering heat and finishing the season 7-4.  The team’s success progressed even more during the 1966 season with the Gators finishing at 9-2 and winning the Orange Bowl for the first time ever in the history of the school. Soon word got out and other universities across the country began ordering batches of Gatorade. Common knowledge tells us that Gatorade replaces electrolytes lost through heavy exercise.  
7. Attendance at the Magic Kingdom at Walt Disney World in Lake Buena Vista was (answer b), 16,640,000.  Disney reports that Epcot drew 10,460,000, Disney MGM studios drew 9,100,000 and the Animal Kingdom drew 8,910,000, making up the total for Magic Kingdom of over 16 million people in 2006.
8. The largest island of the Ten Thousand Islands is Marco Island (d).  The Ten Thousand Islands are a chain of islands and mangrove islets off the coast of Southwest Florida.  Despite the name, the number of islets in the chain only number in the hundreds.  Marco Island is the largest and northernmost island.
9. Not a coastal region of Florida is the Hibiscus (b).  It is a beautiful flower you’ll see throughout the State, with bright red, yellow, pink or white blossoms.
10. The Florida State quarter design incorporates a 16th-century Spanish galleon, a space shuttle and the inscription “Gateway to Discovery.”  A strip of land with Sabal palm trees is also depicted.  So the answer was ( c).
